Introduction:

Satipo road is perhaps one of Peru’s best kept birding secrets. All in all we managed to record over 500 species in merely 12 days, if including the one day pre-trip to Lomas de Lachay and the post tour pelagic. This kind of biodiversity cannot even be beaten on more famous Manu road. Obviously no-one recorded all of these 500 species, and some of these were heard only, but nevertheless everyone on the trip saw over 400 species in only 11 days – and even that is remarkable. 
Some may have felt that they missed a lot of species, but this is only natural when there are so many species in so little time. In any case, even if missing some birds this trip beats most other trips similar length and constitutes tremendous good value for money and time.
Currently, Kolibri Expeditions are carrying out a project to emancipate the local communities along the Satipo road giving them knowledge and ideas how to convert the area into a eco-tourism destination. The trip was not without problems. Fog in Madrid made 6 people arrive late and they consequently missed some birding and furthermore their bags did not arrive with them. Three suffered even more being united with their luggage only when they arrived to Lima after the trip! 
These events, as well as fallen bridge between Satipo and Lima, forced the Kolibri Expeditions staff to be very flexible to adapt to the different needs of the group. The 12 birders had altogether 6 staff and three vehicles to take care of their needs. It was Gunnar Engblom and Fabrice Schmitt as bird guides, Julio and Adriano as drivers, the Hidalgo brothers Richard and Renzo as camp-manager/driver and cook respectively.

Day 0. Nov 16. Lomas de Lachay – pre day trip. 
Fabrice took three people that had either arrive early or had a free day between the earlier Central Highway trip (with Bosque Unchog and Carpish) and this trip to Satipo road.

Highlights at Lomas de Lachay reserve included Cactus Canastero, Coastal and Thick-billed Miner, Short-tailed Field-Tyrant, Burrowing Owl, Black-chested Buzzard-Eagle, Aplomado Falcon, Mountain Parakeet, Oasis Hummingbird, Purple-collared Woodstar, Peruvian Sheartail, Band-tailed Sierra-Finch, Collared Warbling-Finch, Raimondi’s Yellow-Finch  and Least Seedsnipe. 
A side trip to Paraiso lagoons produced Tawny-throated Dotterel, Chilean Flamingo, Blue.-winged Teal, Peregrine, Yellowish Pipit and many more.

In the evening it became clear that the 6 that were to join from Madrid was coming severely delayed because of fog in Madrid.

Day 1. Nov 17. Coast near Lima

The 6 birders already present in Lima went with local guide Alejandro Tello and driver Adriano to Pucusana and Puerto Viejo. Highlights included Peruvian Thick-knee, Humboldt Penguin, Blackish Oystercatcher and Many-colored Rush-Tyrant.         

Six delayed birders got some birding done, when they finally left Lima Airport in the afternoon without bags. Fabrice took them for some birding at Pantanos de Villa and apart from a number of gulls, herons and ducks some very good birds were recorded such as Red-gartered Coot (an individual that is the first for Peru now involved in a mixed breeding with an Andean Coot), White-cheeked Pintail, Harris Hawk, Peregrine, Peruvian Thickknee, Wren-like Rushbird and Many-colored Rush-tyrant . 

After dinner everyone boarded the comfortable sleeper night bus to San Ramon.

Day 2. Nov 18. San Ramon-Pampa Hermosa.
It was raining when arriving to San Ramon. We had to serve breakfast in a restaurant nearby. While this was being sorted some of us went to the market to buy some emergency cloths for those without bags. Breakfast and then buying some umbrellas before setting off to start our birding on the other side of the river from San Ramon.

It was an introduction to some very common Amazonian species such as Blue-Gray Tanager, Silver-beaked Tanager, Tropical Kingbird, Palm Tanager, Southern House Wren, Speckled Chachalaca, Black-billed Thrush, Yellow-rumped Casique, Yellow-billed (Russet-backed) Oropendula etc, but soon some better birds appeared. 

We only made few stops on the way to Pampa Hermosa Lodge because we had to get there in time for lunch. Additional birds included White-browed Antbird,  Foothill Warbling Antbird, Chestnut-tipped Toucanet and Stripe-chested Antwren.

 
We got there for lunch. In fact we may not have gotten there at all, because there was a broken down truck blocking the road. The small car with Gunnar at the wheel hurried ahead to get help, but in fact it was not needed because Julio skillfully past the lorry anyway. 

After an excellent lunch at this fabulous lodge in the middle of nowhere at the end of an extremely poor road at 1250m, we got an option of making the program featuring walk to the Pampa Hermosa plateau or taking it easy and just go to the nearby Cock-of-the Rock lek. It was explained that it was a strenuous walk, but it would be a completely different forest experience. However, the forest could be slow for birding sometimes so we did not want to waste a morning on this adventure and rather opted to have this during the afternoon that usually was slow with birds anyway. Everyone opted for the walk to start with. 

There was only one trail and it was narrow, steep and slippery, but we were rewarded with some birds not seen again on the tour such as superb views of the large gaudy Crimson-bellied Woodpecker and some Capuchin monkeys. Some people decided to throw in the towel and returned to the lodge via the Cock-of-the-Rock lek. Those that continued did not see too many new birds – though some were heard at very close range, such as hard-to-see Chestnut-breasted Wren and Short-tailed Antthrush. But we did get good views of a White-fronted Nunbird, as well as a large pack of Wholly Monkeys. What made the trip worthwhile were not the birds, but to experience this pristine cloud forest with some immense trees. The largest Cedrella was easily 5-6m in diameter. Excellent evening meal and in bed early.
Day 3. Nov 19. Pampa Hermosa Lodge – San Ramon
Some rain in the morning, but we got some birding done anyway before breakfast. We went back to the Cock of the Rock lek. After breakfast it rained again, but soon the sun came shining through so it was time to go birding again. We birded the road away from the lodge while Julio loaded the vehicle. 

We had lunch near a bridge and while Julio set up the lunch we did some birding and found some excellent flocks. So much for birding in pristine habitat – most birds you see at the edge so birding along a dirt road like this was very productive in spite of orchards of coffee, fruit and avocados here and there. Highlights included Swallow-tailed Kite, Highland Motmot, Bluish-fronted Jacamar, Chestnut-eared Aracari, Ocellated Piculet, Ash-browed Spinetail, Streaked Xenops, Round-tailed Manakin,  White-bellied Pygmy-Tyrant,  Lemon-browed Flycatcher,  Masked Tityra, White-winged Becard, White-capped Dipper and Purple Honeycreeper. Some people saw an Orange-breasted Falcon
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We got to San Ramon after various stops on the way and stayed at quite quiet and nice hotel with lovely gardens in the outskirts of town.
Day 4. Nov 20. San Ramon-Oxapampa road-Pichanaki 

Some easy birding in the garden before breakfast. These were common birds but all new to us. We did some additional birding near San Ramon at a nice lodge like complex that had a lovely forest covered stream leading to a water-fall. We saw some Morpho butterflies and a Swainson’s Thrush. Back at the clearing we found White-lored Tyrannulet, Coraya Wren and White-banded Swallow. 
Soon the back-up vehicle arrived with the kitchen crew and co-guide Fabrice arrived. Fabrice had been occupied with a Naturetrek group that were on an extension to Pampa Hermosa, just before we arrived and had returned via Santa Eulalia to Lima with Fabrice on our first day at Pampa Hermosa. Fabrice almost immediately found a Black-and-White Hawk Eagle soaring among the vultures. 

Kolibri Expeditions had had problems with Pampa Hermosa overbooking weekends, so rather than risking staying overnight at Pampa Hermosa on a Saturday and get a very late arrival to Pichanaki – with the subject of maybe getting stuck on the poor road to Pampa Hermosa – the stay at Pampa Hermosa was reduced only to one night giving more contingency, should there had been access problems on the Pampa Hermosa road.. Now we had plenty of time to reach Pichanaki, and we could allow us self to make a short detour up on the road to Oxapampa, which had been a feature of earlier versions of the Satipo road trip, and have lunch here. The road was very bumpy, but it turned out to be a very good decision anyway since we saw Lanceolated Monklet, Blackish Pewee and many other birds at our lunch site. 

NOTE: In fact this road is so promising, as well as other areas around Oxapampa, Pozuso and Villa Rica that these areas can replace Pampa Hermosa on future trips. Kolibri Expeditions recently carried out bird surveys in this area and has detailed knowledge of this region.
. 
We were to arrive at Pichanaki to see Sand-colored Nighthawk, but again a heavy rain was in front of us. The short stop we did before the rain started gave some unsatisfactory looks of some nighthawks. We should see them again tomorrow at Pichanaki port. 

The hotel was basic. It has hot water – sometimes. Most of the time, even when they know we are coming, the rooms will lack soap, towel or toilet paper – and sure enough. Gunnar and Fabrice ran around from room to room helping out and supplying everyone these important items.  International tourism commodities along the Satipo road is not the norm! ( 
But on the other hand, it is comforting to know that everything is not holiday inns, and to have the feeling that we are pioneers in this area. These establishments learn from demanding tourists. It can only become better in the future – and with more groups caring about nature – more likely it is that the habitat and their birds will be conserved. 

We had a tasty fish dinner by the river. The beer had seldom tasted as good as today.

Day 5.  Nov 21. Pichanaki-Yurinaki-Satipo-Apaya.
As anticipated we did see the Sand-colored Nighthawk in the morning. Excellent views. Also Black Skimmer. Off to Puerto Yurinaki for breakfast and some riverside birding. Newly arrived cook Renzo, supplied us with a variety of goodies for breakfast. The birding was also very good. Some 30 species were seen here, including Little Ground-Tyrant, Rusty-fronted Tody-Flycatcher, Alder Flycatcher (recording of its call analyzed and confirmed), Fasciated Tiger-Heron, Blue-headed Parrot, White-eyed Parakeet and Chestnut-eared Aracari

After breakfast we went to Satipo. It was a very hot day and nothing was seen on the way worth stopping for. We spent an hour in Satipo. Fabrice helped those that still had no bags shopping. Some people visited the internet – last chance for 5 days. Some had an ice-cream. 

Outside of Satipo we made short stops picking up a few birds here and there before and after lunch, such as Short-tailed Hawk, Lemon-throated Barbet, Yellow-tufted Woodpecker, Rufous-browed Pepparshrike, Lafresney´s Piculet, Plumbeous Kite,  Gray-breasted Sabrewing and Dark-breasted Spinetail. 

We wanted to camp at around 1300-1500m today, but we would have some trouble. Gunnar got some radio contact with Richard, who had gone ahead to fix camp. It was a lot of interference on the line so a bit of guess work what Richard was saying had to be done. With a radio range of only a few kilometers, it was reasonable to assume that Richard was very close and already started to set up camp, since it was already 5 pm. However, all tents were in the vehicles we were in, so Gunnar ordered everyone off to walk the last bit to camp, so that the vehicles containing the tents (which did not fit in the small Toyota corrolla Richard was driving) could be sent ahead.  After some 10 minutes of walking Gunnar had no more radio contact. When it should have been better – the radio signal had disappeared.  

Gunnar went ahead and left the group with Fabrice – but in spite of walking quickly Gunnar could not get radio contact with Richard again. Meanwhile the group had brilliant views of a pair of Torrent Ducks, some Inca Jays and some people saw a Sunbittern. 

It was getting darker and Gunnar was not seen. Neither were the vehicles. Fabrice assured everyone that the vehicles would get here when they had unloaded.. There was nothing to worry about. We had walked less than 20 minutes in the dark on the road when Gunnar arrived with the two vans. He had tried to get in radio contact with the camp or the vehicles but needed to get closer in the mountainous terrain where the radios did not carry far. Cell phones in this part in the world are completely useless.

It turned out that the proposed camp-site had turned into a by-pass for lorries avoiding a broken bridge. Camp was several kilometers away in the Apaya village. 
At camp Gunnar apologized for not informing properly and invited all to a beer. The mood was immediately much better.

Camp was set-up and dinner was ready…and in the end the camp site was actually very decent with one school aula given for our use. Some people chose to sleep inside the school building instead of the tents.  

Day 6.  November 22. Down day Apaya-Mariposa and return  
Perfect day with lots of birds.  We worked the subtropical zone below the Apaya. Over 100 species were recorded this day. Fasciated Tiger-Heron, Torrent Duck, Umbrellabird, Sunbittern, Golden-headed and glimpses of Crested Quetzals, Masked Trogon, Sword-billed Hummingbird, Versicolored Barbet, Deep-blue Flowerpiercer, several gaudy Tanagers, Black-and-Chestnut Eagle, Solitary Eagle and “Peruvian Inca” (split from collared Inca) among the better ones.

Day 7. November 23. Split group. Half the group up to Manzanilla. Half the group down beyond Mariposa. 
Some people wanted to bird the higher regions of the road, which was scheduled for the next day, in spite that there was more to see lower down. No problem, we just split the group. 6 people went with Fabrice up the road and 6 people went with Gunnar down the road.  
At the end of the day everyone was very happy with their choice. Good way to make everyone happy.

The up-group saw almost all those birds with Andean prefix to their names (Lapwing, Gull, Goose, Duck, Ibis, Flicker, etc) as well as Fiery-throated Metaltail, Eye-ringed Thistletail, obscura form of Rufous Antpitta and a flock of 12 Golden-plumed Parakeet. 

But they also had a fabulous and nice day with lots of sunshine (a little too much even) and fantastic scenery of Andean landscapes - quite a contrast to the previous days.

The down-group had some birds that were not seen again such as Chestnut-capped Brush-Finch, Violet-headed Hummingbird, Yellow-bellied Elaenia, Piratic Flycatcher, Fine-barred Piculet, Black-throated (Andean) Toucanet, Sooty Antbird (at an antswarm), Three-striped Warbler and Plumbeous-crowned Tyrannulet.. Other birds included Yellow-throated Tanager, Blackish Antbird, Bolivian Tapaculo, Rufous-chested Tanager, Black-eared Hemispingus, Andean Solitaire and Tricolored Brush-Finch.

The down group had lunch at camp and then continued upwards in the afternoon as planned. Very good birding with many great flocks. Highlights were Rufous-vented Tapaculo, Masked Trogon, Pale-footed Swallow, Scarlet-bellied Mountain-Tanager, Streak-throated Bush-Tyrant, Golden-naped Tanager, Red-crested Cotinga, Yellow-scarfed Tanager, Amethyst-throated Sunangel, Barred Fruiteater, Peruvian Wren, Streaked Tuftedcheek, Rufous Spinetail and  Pearled Treerunner.

At Carrizales Gunnar´s group caught up with Fabrice and added also Fiery-throated Metaltail. The night-drive back was very productive producing excellent views of Swallow-tailed Nightjar and Rufous-banded Owl. Also a Band-winged Nightjar was seen as well briefly.

Day 8. Nov 24. Split groups. Some to Andamarca. Others remaining on Satipo road. 

Previous groups have visited Punto for the recently described Black-spectacled Brush-Finch and a new taxon of Thryothorus wren. However, it would involve a camp night at very high altitude and a strenuous hike down and up some 450 elevational meters. The hike has not been very popular, especially not among those that frequently dipped the Brush-Finch. It is there however and very close to the Satipo road, and furthermore mentioned in the itinerary. It was decided that we should give the option to go on an adventure to try to find the Brush-Finch and other birds without doing a hike and instead explore the road to Andamarca and beyond. After all, it was the same watershed and all the good species should be there as well, in spite that Gunnar had not found the Brush-Finch on his first attempt for the species here in 2000. 

It was quite possible to give the option of going on the adventure with Gunnar with one vehicle or stay with Fabrice and continue to bird the Satipo road.

We would start out together and the Black-Spectacled Brush-Finch adventure group would leave after lunch, while the others would stay one more day in the subtropics. . The day started well with play backing  so that everyone got good views of Striated Antbird, White-backed Fire-eye and Rufous-vented Tapaculo. We continued upwards and got some flocks with Grass-Green Tanager and other stunning tanagers. But soon it started to rain heavily again. Gunnar ordered the van back to camp to have an early lunch. 

After lunch the Andamarca group left. Quickly many of the birds seen yesterday by the up-day group were recorded again such as the Golden-plumed Parakeet and Eye-ringed Thistletail. Gunnar discovered a flock of Pardusco up the slope. A new record for Junin department and a range extension of 240 km! As we drove on over the Puna we had good views of many birds typical of the Puna zone such as Andean Lapwing, Andean Flicker, Andean Goose, Andean Gull, Mountain Caracara, etc. At the highest point around 4000 m we all saw “Millpo” Tapaculo (still undescribed) , Stripe-headed Antpitta and a strange Canastero seemingly Many-striped Canastero after checking literature in Lima. As we came down the Andamarca valley most of us also saw the obscura form of Rufous Antpitta. Trains of lamas came walking up the trail – lamas that were still used as pack animals like in Incan times in this region which is a rare sight elsewhere in Peru nowadays.

We stayed at the most basic hotel ever witnessed. Nevertheless, an experience one would not have wanted to be without. Certainly, the most picturesque part of the whole trip.  Imagine a combined grocery-store, restaurant, chicken and guinea-pig farm, butcher’s and hotel in the same building. The rooms with the beds were separated only thin wood plank walls and the height of the doors were only about 160 cm. The rooms were decorated with calendars with half naked women or alpine sceneries promoting companies selling beer, motor oil or hardware. We were very far from bed and breakfast in Britain this night. 

Meanwhile, after a 3 hour stop for a heavy rainfall, Fabrice had some good birding done going down the Satipo road. Some birds picked up here included Blue-browed Tanager, Blue-banded Toucanet, 1 adult Black-and-Chestnut Eagle, Orange-breasted Falcon, Blackish Antbird, Amazonian Umbrellabird, Cliff Flycatcher and many more

Day 9.  Nov 25. Group 1: Andamarca-La Oroya. 

In Andamarca we learnt that the new road to Pariahuanca and on to Huancayo was not yet completed, so we would have to back track to get back on the main Satipo road again. However, part of the road was built and the locals had said there still was some forest patches. We had way too little time to explore, but managed nevertheless to add several species to the trip list as well as an undescribed Thorntail which apparently only exists in the Mantaro drainage. 

On the way back to the main road we stopped to search for the Brush-Finch and it was seen by some. Everyone caught up with the obscura antpitta. A bit further on Gunnar heard the Thryothorus new wren up the slope. We walked through the potato fields to a bamboo patch and all got mind-blowing views only a few feet away of this bird that still has no official name. 

It was getting late and a long way ahead of us. Kept on driving making only a few short stops on the way, which for example produced Andean Ibis and a Taczanowski¨s Tinamou crossing the road. At 7.30 we had a good dinner at a restaurant on the main tarmac road near Concepcion and we made the list. 
We arrived to La Oroya just after 10 pm. A great day. Long, but worth it. We had seen one recently described species and 3 species that still have no official name

Group 2: Apaya-Carrizales-Lago Pomacocha-La Oroya

We bird the road up to Apaya, while the staff was cleaning the camp. We have some very good flocks this morning, and the best birds were 1 adult White-rumped Hawk on a perch, 3 Sword-billed Hummingbird, 1 wonderful view on Bay Antpitta, 3 species of Hemispingus (White-browed, White-bellied, Black-eared), Yellow-scarfed Tanager, Beryl-spangled Tanager, etc...

When the Kolibri van met us, we drove up to Carrizales where we very quickly found a "Fulvous" Antpitta. Eye-ringed Thistletail and White-capped Dipper were also seen!

Later we stopped near Manzanilla, where Striated Earthcreeper were quite common. We also spotted a Stripe-headed Antpita (our 3rd great view of a Antpitta today !), Great Sapphirewing and Black Siskin, but the highlight of the place was the undescribed "Millpo" Tapaculo !

We still had a long drive to La Oroya, but some stops gave us some new species such as Red-backed Hawk and Chilean Flamingo.

Day 10.  Nov 26. La Oroya-Ticlio-Santa Eulalia valley-Lima

Fabrice took the group down the Santa Eulalia valley. The trip bagan visiting the Ticlio bog (4600 m.of altitude!) and  quickly produced White-bellied Cinclodes, 4 Rufous-bellied Seedsnipe, Puna Snipe, 1 Olivaceous Thornbill and the bird of the trip: 2 Diademed Sandpiper-plovers !

The next few stops lower down the road produced Junin Canastero, Plain-breasted Earthcreeper, Black-breasted Hillstar and Dark-winged Miner.

The scenery in the Santa Eulalia valley is wonderful, and we spot our first 3 Condors near a Polylepis woodland (we should see 5 more condor near a roosting place in the afternoon). At this place, we also saw Black Metaltail, Rusty-crowned Tit-spinetail, Canyon Canastero, Rusty-bellied Brush-finch and some of the group had Giant Conebill.  Our last stop, is near the bridge of San Pedro, where we found 1 Peruvian Pygmy-owl, Bronze-tailed Comet, Black-necked Woodpecker, Collared Warbling-finch and Scrub Blackbird.
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Day 11. Nov 27. Pelagic from Lima.

Very good pelagic. Impressive numbers of Franklin’s Gulls and Inca Terns near the anchoveta fishing boats. Brilliant views of Waved Albatross. On the way back we passed Palomino islands to see many thousands of sea-lions. The last bit of chum had been saved to get some Inca Terns behind the boat in perfect afternoon sunlight.

Overall, a very successful trip and fantastic good value for money. A bit rough and sometimes very exhausting because of many hours in the field. – but a great experience.

· GRAN CENTRAL PERU – Promotional 25 day trip (can be split into 12-13 day sections) covering also Amazonian lowlands at a fantastic low price at only 99$/day. Over 700 species should be seen on this trip and if you add a pelagic and a day to Lomas de Lachay the grand total may be as high as 800 species. WOW!!
